next two frames to defeat

had to defeat Victoria to
win a place in the final
against S.A.

The Preliminary Final

“started disastrously for

N.S.W. losing the first

five frames! But rallied to -

win the last three and
only trailed 5-3 after the
first round, The 2nd
round again started badly,

but once again N.S.W.
won the last three frames
to trail 9.7 at the half
time. The 3rd round was
all N.S.W. winning 7-1
and taking a 14-10 lead
into the final round.

The final round had to be
seen, to be believed! As
good as Round 3 had
been, no-one could have
envisaged what was
happening as N.S.W. lost
frame after  frame.
Victoria won the final
round 7-1 and had
pinched the match 17-15.
